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Eagle Scout Project Workbook.doc - This is the Eagle Scout Leadership Service Project Workbook in Microsoft Word 95 format.  I edited it only to add page numbers and set the margins at 1 inch.

Eagle Scout Project Workbook.rtf - This is the Eagle Scout Leadership Service Project Workbook file downloaded from the internet.  This is a rich test format (.rtf) so just about any word processing software can open, modify, and print the document.

Eagle Scout Project Workbook Instructions.doc - This is Word based document that I wrote to help an Eagle candidate understand what is required in his workbook.  It is also what we use within the district as a "grading" criteria.  If all the requirements described in these instructions are met, a project proposal will get approved normally on the first submittal.

Eagle Scout Project Workbook Instructions.rtf - This is the same as the file above; except it is in rich test format (.rtf) so just about any word processing editor software can open and print the document.
